Day 1
	By 11:30 a.m.	Arrive in Louisville (www.gotolouisville.com) and have lunch at one of the Louisville area’s many fine restaurants or take a lunch cruise on the Ohio River aboard the Belle of Louisville, Spirit of Jefferson.
	12:30 p.m.	Your tour of Louisville this afternoon begins downtown at the world’s largest baseball bat. The Louisville Slugger Museum offers a tour through their plant where you’ll see a Louisville Slugger baseball bat being made from beginning to end. Two blocks away is The Frasier History Museum, which includes a flintlock belonging to George Washington, Teddy Roosevelt’s “big stick,” and a pair of George Custer’s pearl-handled guns, as well as an exhibit from Britain’s Royal Armouries Museum.
	5:00 p.m.	Check into a Louisville hotel/motel.
	6:00 p.m.	Dinner this evening can be in a Louisville area restaurant, a dinner cruise aboard the Belle or the Spirit of Jefferson, or an evening of dinner theater across the Ohio River at Derby Dinner Playhouse.
		Overnight in Louisville.

Day 2
	7:00 a.m.	“Up and at it” early this morning as you drive to Churchill Downs for breakfast in their track kitchen as you watch thoroughbreds go through their morning workouts. After breakfast take a “backside” tour of Churchill Downs. Make your way next door to the Kentucky Derby Museum, which includes Derby history and memorabilia and inter-active displays. Before leaving Louisville, make a visit to The Muhammad Ali Center, which not only tells the story of Ali’s boxing career, but also his values and efforts toward world peace.
	12:00 p.m.	Enjoy a leisurely lunch in a Louisville area restaurant.
	1:00 p.m.	Depart up river for Carrollton, located at the convergence of the Kentucky and Ohio Rivers. (50 miles) (www.visitcarrolltonky.com) 
	2:15 p.m.	Your tour of Carrollton begins with a tour of the Masterson House c.1790, the oldest 2-story brick structure between Louisville and Cincinnati. Get a glimpse next into the 19th-century with a visit to the Butler-Turpin House.
	5:00 p.m.	Check into General Butler State Resort Park or an area motel.
	6:00 p.m.	Dinner at the resort park or another area restuarant.
		Overnight in Carrolton.

Day 3
	7:30 a.m.	Breakfast at the resort park, your motel or an area restaurant.
	8:30 a.m.	Depart for Sparta, the home of The Kentucky Speedway. (20 miles) (www.kentuckyspeedway.com) 
	9:00 a.m.	For an early morning awakening experience, schedule a tour of and a ride around The Kentucky Speedway, which features NASCAR Sprint, Nationwide and Camping World Truck Series races as well as IRL, ARCA, ASA races and other events.
	10:30 a.m.	Depart for Covington/Newport/Cincinnati area. (45 miles) (www.northernkentuckycvb.com) 
	11:30 a.m.	Start your Northern Kentucky visit with lunch at the Hofbrauhaus, an authentic German restaurant, or one of the many restaurants located in Newport on the Levee, a riverfront Town Square.
	12:30 p.m.	After lunch walk over to the Newport Aquarium for a tour featuring thousands of aquatic creatures: sharks, rays, otters and more.
	2:00 p.m.	Schedule an area step-on-guide for a driving tour of the Northern KY and Cincinnati areas and learn the historic significance this area had in early Kentucky and Ohio histories and the important part the area played with the Underground Railroad. One of your stops can include the Freedom Center in Cincinnati.
	5:00 p.m.	Check into a Northern Kentucky hotel/motel.
	6:00 p.m.	You may want to enjoy dinner tonight while cruising on the Ohio River aboard one of the BB Riverboats.
		Overnight in Northern Kentucky.

Day 4
	7:00 a.m.	Breakfast this morning in your hotel/motel or an area restaurant.
	7:45 a.m.	Depart upriver for Maysville and Old Washington. (60 mi) (www.cityofmaysville.com) 
	9:00 a.m.	While in the Maysville and Old Washington area your tour can include an Underground Railroad Tour of this historic area with stops at the National Underground Railroad Museum, Harriett Beecher Stowe Slavery to Freedom Museum and the Floodwall Murals.
	12:00 p.m.	Lunch in a Maysville or Washington restaurant.
	1:00 p.m.	Depart for Frankfort, the Bluegrass State’s Capital City. (84 miles) (www.visitfrankfort.com) 
	2:30 p.m.	Start your tour of Historic Frankfort at The Thomas D. Clark Center for Kentucky History, where you’ll walk through and experience Kentucky’s history from its beginning via interactive exhibits, hands-on activities and museum theatre dramatizations.
	4:30 p.m.	Check into a Frankfort hotel/motel.
	6:00 p.m.	Enjoy dinner this evening in one of Frankfort’s many fine restaurants.
		Overnight in Frankfort.

Day 5
	7:00 a.m.	Breakfast in your hotel/motel or an area restaurant.
	8:00 a.m.	This morning take a tour around our Capital City with a step-on-guide and can include stops at Rebecca Ruth Candy Factory, the Inventors of Bourbon Candy, Buffalo Trace Distillery, the oldest continuously operating distillery in the U.S., the Kentucky State Capitol, which includes the First Lady Doll Collection, and many other historic sites.
	12:00 p.m.	Enjoy a leisurely lunch in a Frankfort restaurant before departing for home.
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
